Break into about five small groups, and assign each group six questions.  Have them research the answer and also come up with three alternative choices in multiple-choice format.  On a separate day, break into two teams, which will compete against each other.  The moderator (teacher) asks one team a question.  If answered correctly, the team gets two points.  If answered incorrectly, the question goes to the opposing team, which will get one point for the correct answer.  If the second team also misses the answer, the moderator tells the class what the answer is and moves on to the next question.  Alternate teams answering the questions, irrespective of whether they answer correctly or not.  
Alternative Activity:  Write one question per day on the chalkboard, and give extra credit to anyone who turns in a correct answer the following day.
