Beix and 
Catholic Action made his 
transition to Vatican II much 
easier. òIt seemed so natu-
ral,ó Fr. Wester explains. 
Early in his career, Fr. 
Wester saw the introduction 
of Vatican II while serving at 
a parish in West Bend. òI 
really appreciate Vatican II 
for opening up the Word of 
God, the Scriptures to us. I 
appreciate the whole idea of 
the introduction of the laity

Fr. Charlie Wester has been 
a priest for 45 years and 
served eight parishes in com-
munities from West Bend to 
Racine ð and he wouldnõt 
trade a minute of it. òI al-
ways feel that Iõm on the 
receiving end, that Iõm get-
ting more than Iõm giving,ó 
says the pastor of St. Mary 
Parish in Mayville and St. 
Andrew Parish in Leroy. He 
says he finds true inspiration 
in being able to help people 
and invite them into a rela-
tionship with the Lord. 
òThe most rewarding ex-
perience is when people 
invite you into the depths 
of their lives and allow you 
a glimpse of how God is 
working through them,ó 
says Fr. Wester. Noreen 
Welte, director of the Office 
of Parish Councils and Plan-
ning for the archdiocese, 
describes Father Wester as 
òone of the most positive 
priests out there. He 
has a terrific sense of humor. 
Heõs very open to change ð 
he just grows with it and that 
has served him really well.ó 

Fr. Wester credits his deci-
sion to become a priest to 
his family. He grew up in a 
strong, faith-filled environ-
ment. òIt was always pro-
moted in our home as a 
possibility. As a kid Iõd say, 
ôSomeday, I want to be a 
priest.õ And that was af-
firmed,ó he explains. 
He attended the seminary for 
high school and college and 
he remembers in his sopho-
more year, his dad asked him 
an important question that 
demonstrated his familyõs 
love and support òHe asked 
me, ôAre you sure you want 
to do this? Because we 
wouldnõt want you to do 
anything if that wasnõt what 
you felt called to do.õó Fr. 
Westerõs answer was òyes,ó 
one that he hasnõt wavered 
from since. 
As a student, Fr Wester says, 
one teacher stood out as an 
inspiration for him. Fr. John 
Beix, who taught history, 
was active in the pre-Vatican 
II Catholic Action move-
ment. The movement was

September 17 marks the 
feast day of Robert Bel-
larmine, a doctor and saint 
of the Catholic Church.  To 
commemorate him, here is 
an article from Catholic 
Online: 
Born at Montepulciano, 
Italy, October 4, 1542, St. 
Robert Bellarmine was the 
third of ten children. His 
mother, Cinzia Cervini, a 
niece of Pope Marcellus II, 
was dedicated to almsgiving, 
prayer, meditation, fasting, 
and mortification of the 
body. Robert entered the 
newly formed Society of 
Jesus in 1560 and after his 
ordination went on to teach 
at Louvain (1570-1576)  

where he became famous 
for his Latin sermons. In 
1576, he was appointed to 
the chair of controversial 
theology at the Roman Col-
lege, becoming Rector in 
1592; he went on to become 

This saint was the spiritual 
father of St. Aloysius Gon-
zaga, helped St. Francis de 
Sales obtain formal approval 
of the Visitation Order, and 
in his prudence opposed 
severe action in the case of 
Galileo. He has left us a 
host of important writings, 
including works of devotion 
and instruction, as well as 
controversy. He died in 
1621.
