Ten years later, the semi-
nary moved just south of
Milwaukee, to a site that
included land from the
Lake Drive Franciscan
Sisters. The new building
was dedicated January 29,
1856, the feast day of St.

The original seminary
building, named Henni Hall
in 1956, was renovated in
1989 and remains the cen-
ter of seminary life.

In the 1970s, the seminary
offered graduate degree
programs for lay candi-
dates. In the 1980s, pro-
grams were added for the
diaconate and for lay minis-
tefs.

Saint Francis de Sales Semi-
nary began its academic
collaboration with Sacred
Heart School of Theology
in 2006. Today the semi-
nary again focuses solely on
priestly formation.
